Premium money may not be paid on exhibits
registered after the July 15 deadline. The only exception to this rule is gardening and crops,
which may be entered at the fair. Exhibit tags for gardening and crop production will be sent
at a later date or they can be picked up at the fair. If you do not preregister your exhibits,
you will need to hand write all of your entry tags before being judged.

Any 2008 exhibit which is of blue ribbon quality can be entered at the State Fair in Minot.
These exhibits need to be brought to our office by July 8 to be sent to state competition.
Please call the extension office to get a state fair book and have State Fair exhibit tags and
registration form sent to you so you can fill them out at home before bringing the exhibits to
the office. Exhibits need to be entered into the computer at the extension office before
sending them to Minot, so please allow extra time if you can. Also, those taking livestock
need to have the form signed by Brian or Deb so be sure to allow extra time. Be sure to pick
up a membership card for discounted daily passes.

Lot 1101 Spring Pail Calf Class

For calves born on or between January 1, 2009 and May 31, 2009 and not nursing on cow. Registered or
grade. Exhibitor must be 6-18 years of age as of September 1, 2008. Youth exhibiting in this lot ages 6-12 can
show again in lots 1102, 1103 and lot 1123 Jr. Showmanship. Exhibitors 13 and older as of September 1, 2008
can only show again in 1124 Sr. Showmanship.

Class 55 - Photography Changes

Several changes have been made to the photography class. Be sure and read through this section carefully
when preparing your exhibit. The label has also changed so don’t use the old labels. New labels can be found
on our website or stop by the office and pick them up.

Class 37 - Computer Changes

Labels are also required in the computer class. A label needs to be attached with information on software used
and an explanation of what was done. Music and other materials with copyrights may not be used unless
permission has been granted and is acknowledged.

REMINDERS

o In order to be considered for the Ball award, a proof of purchase for Ball Pectin must be provided at
time of entry of soft spread entries.

Food preservation exhibits should be canned in Ball or Kerr jars with Ball or Kerr lids. Since local stores
do not always carry both brands of lids it is acceptable to use Ball lids on Kerr jars and vice-versa.

Do not frame photographs and be sure to attach the updated label to the back of the photo.

The earliest an animal can be brought to the fairgrounds for stalling is 1:00 on Wednesday, August
26. Please be respectful of this time since it is a very busy day and there are not barn superintendents
in the barns to get you checked in any earlier. Thank you.

Fair Policy
4-H Age

The 4-H year begins on September 1 and ends August 31. September 1 is the starting date for ages and events
related to the 4-H program.

Any boy or girl who is 6 years old before September 1, 2008, is eligible to participate in the 4-H program.

Cloverbuds 6-7 years old as of September 1, 2008

Pre-teen/Junior 8-12 years old as of September 1, 2008

Teen/Senior 13 -18 years old as of September 1, 2008
Exhibit Tags

All static exhibits will be using the white computerized tags which will be preprinted with your name, project
name, class/lot numbers,... on them. There will be a table at the entrance of the Expo Center where you will
need to stop and pick up your tags and premium sale forms before you go to be judged. There will be a print-
out with your exhibit tags showing what you are entered in, and what class/lot it should be under. Just compare
your tags to your projects before you go to be judged. The check-in will attach your tags to your projects after
they are judged. All Grand Champion exhibits will be grouped in a designated area. If you do not preregister
your exhibits by the July 15 deadline you will need to look up lot numbers and hand write all of your exhibit tags
before going to be judges

Ribbon Policy

The policy states that exhibitors will receive a ribbon placing sticker on their exhibit tag. They will then be asked
if they would like the ribbon at the time of interview judging. This will allow the members to take their ribbons
home as soon as judging is finished. All grand champion exhibits will remain in the grand champion area and
receive grand champion ribbons.

Gardening & Crop Production Exhibits

Your registration form for gardening exhibits will be with the computerized exhibit tags at the front entrance of
the Expo Center. Hand the registration form to the check-in and they will fill it out for you. You should already
have the white exhibit tags attached to your project when you bring it on Wednesday (tags will be sent to all
members enrolled in gardening and crop production in August). If you are not signed up for gardening or crop
production as a project, you will not receive tags or a form. Please remember to sign up at Mid-year. Please
write legibly on your tags so the check-in doesn't have any question as to where it should go. The check-in will
keep the registration form after judging has been completed.

Crop Production: Lots 2151 Corn Record book and 2152 Sunflower Record book ARE REQUIRED to
be preregistered because you should already be working on those projects.

4-H Premium

Premium earned for 4-H exhibits is paid to the club main leader after all judging books are entered. Generally,
this is after completion of the fair. The main leader will hand out premium at your club meeting. Listed are the
premiums received for exhibits.

Candy Coffin Fund

In Memory of Selling Candy Bars

The Candy Coffin Fund is part of our fund-raising efforts to continue to provide 4-H members with various
awards and activities throughout the year. The 4-H Council asks that each 4-H member give $10.00 to the CC
fund at the time they send in their enroliment forms for the 2008-09 year.

The decision to give money for a fund-raising effort rather than selling candy bars was reached by receiving
input from the 4-Hers and a final decision was reached by the 4-H Council in 2002. Those members who have
not donated $10 to the Candy Coffin Fund by May 1, will have $12 taken out of their fair premium money.

Using the 4-H Name and Emblem for floats and other displays

As the fair inches closer, please be advised on the correct way to display 4-H clovers on your floats and booths.
Listed are a few of the general guidelines. Contact our office if you would like another copy of the guidelines
sent out by the state.

Try to keep the color as close to the original Kelly green color as possible.

Keep the size proportions (do not make the 4-H emblem longer, taller, wide, narrower, angled or
squarer)

The stem of the 4-H emblem MUST point to the right as you look at the image.

Do not remove any leaves.

Do not place text or other images over or on top of the 4-H emblem.

No photo, drawing, symbol, word or other figure or object may be placed on or obscure the 4-H emblem.

Exhibitor Guidelines

Completion of the 4-H Year

In order to complete the 4-H year and receive fair premium, members must attend six meetings a year and
exhibit one project at the Ransom County Achievement Days. Exceptions will be at the discretion of the local
4-H leader.

Static Interview Judging

All static exhibitors not present for interview judging must submit an absentee form in order for the exhibit to be
judged. Those exhibits need to be pre-registered by July 15 and are not eligible for the grand champion placing.
Absentee forms may be requested from the extension office or the forms can be downloaded from our website.
Division committees, along with the extension staff, have the authority to judge exhibits missed during the
judging times or to clarify exhibit placing.

Dress Code

Dress code for all 4-H exhibitors, which must be worn, is a white shirt/blouse with a 4-H chevron
attached/displayed on the front. It is also recommended that participants wear dark jeans/slacks/skirts/shorts.
The office is selling these chevrons for $1 each. They will also be available at the fair on Wednesday afternoon
and in the fair office thereafter. Exhibitors not following the dress code will be docked one ribbon placing.

Project Requirements
All exhibits not meeting project requirements and exhibit standards may be disqualified or dropped a ribbon
placing. Exhibits not preregistered by the July 15 deadline date may not receive premium monies.

Passes 4-H Exhibitor passes will be made available to qualified exhibitors as determined by the 4-H club
leader. Passes will be at the Expo Center on Wednesday. If your pass has been pre-paid, it will be attached to
your exhibit tag packet. If not, there will be a place to purchase them there. You must meet the requirements
stated in the fair book to receive a pass for $2.00. Members also need to exhibit at least one project at the fair to



receive a pass. Members planning to attend grandstand shows will need to purchase tickets for the shows. The
4-H pass will not get you into the grandstands.

Cloverbud Policy

Cloverbud policy (6 & 7 years old before September 1, 2008) - $5.00 premium for each ribbon in the cloverbud
project. Cloverbuds taking projects including livestock and small animals other than the cloverbud project will be
interview judged the same as other members and will receive a red, white or blue ribbon.

Ribbon Policy

The ribbon policy for the Ransom County Fair states that exhibitors will receive a ribbon placing sticker on their
exhibit tag. At the time of interview judging, the member will be asked if they would like the ribbon. This will
allow the members to take their ribbons home as soon as judging is finished. All grand champion exhibits will
remain in the grand champion area and receive grand champion ribbons.

Exhibit Checkout
All exhibits are to be entered and removed during the designated time. Check the schedule for specific times.
Exceptions must be cleared with the fair officials.

The extension service, 4-H Council and the Ransom County Fair Board are not responsible for lost, stolen,
broken, or misplaced exhibits. Members should take precautions to protect their exhibits such as locks on rabbit
cages,....

Label Instructions for Exhibits
Exhibit tags for all achievement day exhibits (except crop production, gardening & horticulture) will be handed
out at the front entrance of the expo building on Wednesday.

BE SURE YOUR EXHIBIT FITS A LOT NUMBER as it is described in this booklet and is preregistered by the
registration deadline of July 15. If you are not preregistered by the deadline date you will need to look up all of
the lot numbers and hand write your exhibit tags prior to your project being judged.

» »» NOTE: If you have used a different method or need to explain special circumstances regarding your
exhibit, attach a note to your exhibit for consideration by the judge.

Interview Judging Policy

The learning experience of a 4-H boy or girl is greater with the opportunity to evaluate their own work. Personal
evaluation will be used at the Ransom County Fair and 4-H Achievement Days.

Interview judging in 4-H merely means that the 4-H member and the judge have the opportunity to go over the
article to be evaluated. Together, they decide how much progress has been made or in what ribbon
classification it should be placed. Parents - the interview judging process for both static exhibits and livestock is
a learning experience for the 4-H member. Please allow as much interaction with the 4-H member and the
judge as possible to make this the best possible learning experience for the 4-H'ers involved.

The general procedure that will be used is as follows:
» The 4-H member takes his/her exhibit and exhibit tag to the judging table.

» Member and judge sit down together to discuss the article. In the case of poultry and rabbits, the exhibit is
held in hand or posed for the judge on a table. The judge will ask questions relating to the exhibit. These
may include methods of construction, problems and special circumstances (feeding and grooming
techniques, information on breed, problems, etc...). The judge and the member discuss the placing. The
judge suggests ideas for improvement and may write any comments he/she has on the back of the exhibit
tag.

» The check-in puts an award sticker on the exhibit tag which is attached to the article and places it on
display. You will be asked if you would like the ribbon to take home that day.
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4-H & FFA Premium Sale Policy

To be eligible for the premium sale an animal must receive a blue 4-H or FFA ribbon.

Placing received in showmanship or open class (blue, grand, reserve, grand
Over-all or reserve overall) DOES NOT qualify animals for the premium sale.

The Premium Sale registration form must be turned in at the Fair Office window located on the east side of
the expo building by the end of your last livestock judging event, or by 1:30 p.m. on Friday. Those not
turning in a registration form will not be allowed to participate in the premium sale. The registration
form will be included with your exhibit tags that you will receive on Wednesday, or you may pick one up at
the Fair Office window at the east side of the expo building.

One animal out of a blue ribbon pen of three may be sold in the premium sale. Animals that are sold must
be broke to lead.

Exhibitors are not allowed to jump ahead of other species in the sale order. There are no exceptions to this
rule. Exhibitors are allowed to move up in the sale order within the species only if the exhibitor speaks to
someone from the Extension Service staff. Exhibitors who do not comply with this rule will forfeit their
premium for that animal.

All 4-H & FFA exhibitors must interview judge. Exhibitor MUST be present with their exhibit at the
premium sale in order to take part in the sale. The only exclusion is illness to self or death in the family and
must be presented to the county agent or FFA advisor.

4-H & FFA Livestock exhibitor will be limited to 2 entries in the sale. Ribbon premiums will be paid on the
entries not eligible for the sale. The sale listing will be put in random order with blue, reserve, grand,
reserve overall, and grand overall placing last.

The sale will include market and breeding beef, sheep, swine, goats, dairy, poultry, rabbits and the Overall
Champion horse in the child, junior and senior divisions. Any animal going through the premium sale MUST
BE STALLED on the fairgrounds for the duration of the fair.

4-H members will be requested to contact buyers for payment of their premium. The county extension office
will furnish a list of buyers to the 4-H member for the animals that were bought. Please remember to send a
thank you to your buyers. 8 x 10 4-H cardstock thank you cards are available at the Fair Office window
located on the east side of the expo center. The buyers appreciate it! If addresses are needed, please
contact our office.

Buyers will pay the premium on all sale animals determined during the auction. All animals will be sold in
the sale for premium only. Premiums will be on a dollar/head basis only and not based on weight or market
price.

Secrets to Successful Exhibiting at the Fair

Each project area in the fair book has explanation guidelines pertaining to the project listed.
Follow the guidelines carefully.

Which projects need explanation cards with them?

v Foods need a recipe. Place it in a small plastic bag. Food Preservation projects need the recipe and it's
source and a canning label. (Check the food section for this information)

v In order to be considered for the Ball award, a proof of purchase for Ball Pectin must be provided at time

of entry of soft spread entries. Food preservation exhibits should be canned in Ball or Kerr jars with Ball

or Kerr lids. Since local stored do not always carry both brands of lids, it is acceptable to use Ball lids on

Kerr jars and vise-versa.

Extra’s for Your Room a card attached explaining how it will be used.

Glue Solution needs a card included that identifies the glue used and why.

Reduce, Reuse and Recycle needs a card attached explaining the use of the item. (State Fair only)

Learnabouts & Pathways — record on the tag the lesson used to make the exhibit. (State Fair only)

Pay particular attention to exhibit standards (numbers of cookies, beans, muffins, the need to include a

pattern guide with the exhibit, dimensions for posters, etc...)

Computer projects need to have a label attached to the back with specific information. See the computer

»  The fairboard and 4-H Council will use every reasonable precaution in regard to livestock, but will not be
held responsible for any loss or damage while the livestock is on the fair grounds.

»  Alllivestock need to be preregistered on the preregistration form and sent in by the July 15 deadline date.
A maximum of one exhibit per lot in goats, beef, dairy, sheep, swine, horses, poultry and rabbits.

Scrapies in Sheep & Goats

Scrapies identification tags are required in all sheep and goats that are exhibited at any of the fairs in North
Dakota including the Ransom County Fair. All sheep and goats must be tagged prior to arriving at the fair. To
obtain your scrapies identification tags you can call the Federal Veterinary’s office in North Dakota at 1-866-873-
2824 or contact your local veterinarian.

Animal Entry
4-H and FFA entry of beef, dairy, sheep, swine, goats, rabbits and poultry will be in the Expo Center from 3:30-
6:30 p.m. on Wednesday, August 26. All exhibits will be accepted and classes made where needed.

Group Exhibition
Animals exhibited in a group of two or more animals must be owned by the exhibitor or owned within the
immediate family.

Livestock Interview Judging

4-H & FFA Livestock interview judging is on Wednesday, from 3:30-6:30 p.m. for all age divisions with the
cloverbuds (6 & 7) and junior division (ages 8-12) from 3:30 to 5:00 p.m. and the senior division (ages 13-18)
from 5:00 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. in the Expo.

Showmanship

All 4-H members, including Cloverbuds, exhibiting livestock projects are encouraged to participate in
showmanship. Please indicate when entering livestock if you plan on participating in showmanship. Winners in
Jr. & Sr. Showmanship will be recognized at 4:15 on Friday, August 28.

» » »Showmanship contestants will be divided as:
Senior: 13 years and older by September 1, 2008
Junior: 6-12 by September 1, 2008 (also includes Cloverbuds)
Placing received in showmanship or open class DOES NOT qualify animals for
premium or the premium sale. The reserve showman will receive a special rosette.

Round Robin Show

At the 2005 spring 4-H Council meeting a motion was made that once a junior has won the round robin
showmanship contest, they are in ineligible to compete in junior showmanship. Once a senior has won the
round robin they would no longer be eligible to compete in the contest again.

Livestock Stalling

Animals will not be able to be stalled on the grounds until after 1 p.m. on Wednesday, August 26. Horses that
are going through the Premium Sale and all animals including beef, dairy, sheep, swine, goats, poultry & rabbits
must remain stalled until 4:00 p.m. Sunday, August 30.

Cattle Showman - If you choose to use the tie-outs to the north of the barn you can bring straw for that
area.

Wood Chip Bedding - NO STRAW will be allowed for bedding inside any of the barns which includes the

Cattle barn, Horse and Sheep barn, Poultry and Rabbit Barn, and Swine barn. Wood chips will be used instead.
If your animal has a tendency to paw at the ground you may want to purchase a rubber mat to lay down.
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Stalling Fees are as follows:
Stalling fees need to be paid at the time you register your animals on Wednesday, August 26.
Checks can be made payable to the Ransom County Fair Association. Fees are as follows:

* Beef, dairy and horse, required - $5.00 per animal
* Swine, sheep and goats, required - $2.00 per animal
* Rabbits and poultry, required - $2.00 per exhibitor

Beef & Dairy Exhibitors

Beef and Dairy exhibitors are reminded to use a neck rope or neck chain to secure their animals in the barn in
addition to a rope halter, as halters seem to slip off and cause problems with loose animals in the barns at night.
Every effort will also be made to have brooms, wheelbarrows, etc.... available during the fair for the proper
cleaning of the alleys. Let's all make an effort to keep the barns as neat as possible as this adds to the
attractiveness of the grounds during the fair and encourages spectators to walk through the barns and view your
exhibits.

> » »If anyone wants to build a foot scraper in the welding project for the livestock barns, it could first be

exhibited at the fair, then used at the barn afterwards.
Muzzles: Exhibit animals will not be muzzled while on the fairgrounds.

4-H and FFA members are responsible to care for and show their own livestock projects at Achievement
Days. If a livestock project should present a danger to other exhibitors or spectators during the show, a
leader, parent or other 4-H adult may lend assistance to prevent injury to other people.

All livestock, poultry, rabbit, and pet exhibits must be in the care of the member at least three months prior
to the fair. The reason for this is to learn the responsibility of caring and feeding for the animal project.
Cats, dogs, or any other pet at the Ransom County Fair must present a rabies certificate to the judges on
the day of judging.

All animal owners are responsible for the welfare of their animals. Exhibitors are expected to provide
adequate feed, water, bedding, and housing for the comfort of their animals. It is the responsibility of the
exhibitor to make arrangements for appropriate care if they are unable to be present. We encourage the
humane treatment of animals and abuse will not be tolerated. The comfort and safety of the animal must
be addressed throughout the show. Non-stressed animals will perform better for the handler. Exhibitors
are expected to handle their animals in a gentle and calm manner and not create undue excitement in the
vicinity of other livestock or persons.

Any Calf Shown at the Fair must be weaned. If the cow is brought to the fair, the cow must be halter
broke and the cow and calf must be exhibited in the progeny class. No pens will be allowed on the
fairgrounds to house the cow and calf pair.

Barn Clean-up

We ask your assistance in barn clean-up during and after the fair. Please pile the manure from the cattle barn
on the East side of the barn using the double doors located at the North end of the barn. Swine exhibitors, we
would like you to pile the manure on the West side of the barn using the middle isle during the fair.

SUNDAY: We would like your assistance in cleaning the barns and ask all cattle, swine and sheep exhibitors to
clean your stall or pen and pile the manure in the appropriate area between 4:00-5:00 check out time. Thank
you for your assistance.

Health Regulations

The following health regulations must be adhered to by those bringing livestock:

v All animals must be visibly free of any infectious diseases. This includes ring worm, lump jaw,
and warts in active stages.
v A veterinarian will be present to inspect animals.

Fairground Barn Improvements: The fairboard has discussed the need to make barn improvements to the
barns at the fairgrounds. The board is asking if clubs or individuals would be willing to make donations to help
out with improvements. For example: expenses for the beef barn siding are approximately $4000 without the
doors. $1,006 has already been donated to the fair association from miscellaneous donors, 4-H clubs and the
Ransom County FFA Chapters. Funds can be sent to the 4-H Council earmarked “building fund.” Then a check
will be cut to the fair association. The fairboard is looking at siding the beef barn, rabbit barn - front and back,
and swine barn. Electricity also needs to be added to all barns. The fair association will try and match funds on

Membership

Each horsemanship event will have a children’s, junior and senior division. Age divisions for the Horse Program
are as follows: 6-11 Children’s; 12-14 Junior; 15-18 Senior. Fair officials will have the right to combine junior
and senior divisions if classes are too small.

Preregistration will be on the same form as other 4-H project exhibits and is due at the county agents office no
later than July 15.

Registration the day of the show will be at 11:00 a.m. at the horse arena at the fairgrounds. Horse members
begin interview judging at 11:30 a.m. at the horse arena prior to judging of events.

A horse can only be shown once per event (ex. Reining, Halter, Walk-trot, etc). Each age division under the
event is a sub-lot of the event. Exhibitors may have only one entry per event. An exhibitor may ride more than
one horse in different events during the show, but may not show in the same event more than once. A family-
owned or joint ownership horse may be managed jointly by members. Once a horse has been exhibited, it
cannot again be exhibited in the same event during the show.

One Overall Champion horse will be chosen in each age division (child, junior, senior). Members awarded
Overall Champion will have the opportunity to take that horse through the Premium Sale on Friday, August 28.
To be eligible for the Premium Sale all participants must be interview judged. Horses going through the
Premium Sale must be stalled on the grounds for the duration of the fair.

Belt buckles will be awarded to the Overall Champion Horseman in each age division (child, junior, senior).

DRESS CODE

All exhibitors will be neatly dressed and must wear a long sleeve solid white shirt with a 4-H emblem on the
front. In addition, exhibitors must wear ASTM-SEI approved harness helmets for all mounted events (western
hats are permitted for showmanship), western boots, blue or black colored jeans (dark colored), and a belt.
Gloves are permitted in English events.

GENERAL RULES

» The rules and guidelines in GBH092 ND 4-H Horse Show & Judging Guide" (revised in February, 2008) will
apply. Show management reserves the right to interpret the rules as necessary for issues not clearly
defined.

» The rules for acceptable tack will be those set forth in the "ND 4-H Horse Show & Judging Guide.”

» Horses are to be ridden in designated areas only at the fairgrounds. Only horses going through the
Premium Sale will be stalled at the fair for all 4 days.

» Should any horse become unruly, either in the arena or on the premises, the horse and exhibitor shall be

dismissed from the ring or premises. No stallion over 8 months of age shall be shown.

» All halter events will be judged as Showmanship at Halter, (4-H Western Horsemanship) with no limit on the
age of the horse shown.

» Horsemanship project requirements do not require the member to own the horse they are showing.
However, they should either own the horse or make arrangements for its use three months prior to the
show.

» 4-H members are responsible to care for and show their own horsemanship projects during Achievement

Days. If a horsemanship project should present a danger to other exhibitor's or spectators during the show,
a leader, parent or other 4-H adult may lend assistance to prevent injury to other people.
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» Contestants entered in Walk-Trot will be unable to participate in any other event which involves a
lope.

Pleasure Driving
Attire: Attire must be neat and clean. Proper attire for either Western or English division may be worn. Chaps
or spurs are illegal. Exhibitor may wear rain wear or inclement weather apparel if conditions warrant.

Tack Vehicle: Pleasure type two or four wheeled cart or buggy with cart or buggy type wheels with 19 inch
minimum in diameter and with one or two seats. No stirrup-type carts or sulkies may be used. Classes will be
split by horse size, if necessary. Please note: Contestants are to indicate pleasure driving horse height on
entry card.

Harness: A collar or breast collar harness and standard bridle with snaffle or curb bit may be used. If curb bit is
used, curb strap or curb chain must meet judge’s approval and requirements as stated for Western division.

Optional Tack: Dash and basket cover for vehicle is optional. Check reins, blinkers, breeching, martingales
and Cavesson nose bands are optional. Whips suitable to the vehicle and with whip holder are suggested.

Prohibited Equipment: No wire curbs, regardless of how padded or taped, may be used.

Class Condition

Exhibitors shall compete in the pleasure driving class with their animals safely harnessed to an appropriate
vehicle. Junior exhibitors are allowed to have an adult accompany them. In the senior division, no other person
is permitted in the vehicle while the horse is being exhibited, and no pets shall be allowed in such vehicle during
such exhibition.

Horses shall enter the ring to the right at a park gait. Each horse shall then be exhibited at the following gaits:
1. Walk

2. Park gait (normal trot)

3. Road gait (faster, extended trot)

Exhibitors shall present their entry at each required gait both directions of the show ring. At the direction of the
ring steward, such change of direction shall be accomplished by the horse crossing the show ring while walking
or in park gait only. Exhibitor shall also be required to demonstrate his/her ability to back readily and stand
quietly. Excessive animation and speed will be penalized.
