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uring the 2008 crop season, the NDSU Carrington Research Extension Center used crop

research trials and demonstration plots to provide field educational opportunities for about

700 persons. The events provided in-season crop production updates for farmers; crop

advisers; and university, USDA, and agri-business personnel that could be incorporated
into their farm or crop adviser programs. In addition, the Center’s resources were used for youth
educational tours.
