2019 Corn Performance Trial 

On behalf of the North Dakota State University Agricultural Experiment Station, the Langdon Research Extension Center (LREC) would like to extend an invitation to seed companies or authorized representatives to submit entries into our public corn hybrid performance trial for 2019.

One corn hybrid performance trial (dryland) will be conducted.  Only hybrids that include the RR2, GT, GT/LL herbicide technology will be tested.  The trial will be sprayed with Roundup.

North Dakota registered insecticide and fungicide seed treatments are allowed if your hybrid is marketed with these treatments applied to them.  Please note that no additional seed treatments will be applied after it arrives at the LREC.  The trial will be managed with the best management practices for our location.  Each plot will be over seeded and hand-thinned to establish a plant population of 28,000 plants/a.  Assuming a normal spring, planting date will be around May 1-15.

At Langdon our average (50% probability) frost-free growing season (1981-2011) at 320F is May 19 to September 21 or 125 days. Our average frost-free growing season at 280F is May 8 to September 29 or 144 days.  Corn growing-degree day normals for 320 and 280F are 1625 and 1746, respectively.  Please view the corn maturity regions of North Dakota on the contracts web page link.  The best adapted hybrids for Langdon are ≤75 RM.  Early hybrids generally have the best yield, higher test weight and lowest harvest moistures.  Many hybrids tested in the trial at Langdon in the past have been too late for our northern region even in the best of years.  We will not accept any hybrids for testing later than 81 days RM.  This policy will be enforced.

Results from our corn performance trial are published in the Langdon Research Extension Center’s annual report in late December and are available on our website: http://www.ag.ndsu.edu/langdonrec in November. The data will also be published in State Extension Bulletin A-793.  Data from these North Dakota State University Agricultural Experiment Station trials shall not be used in advertising to indicate North Dakota Experiment Station recommendation of any specific hybrid.

The charge for corn hybrid testing is $250 per entry.  The number of entries will be limited to 5 per company.  There will be no refunds in the event of a natural disaster such as hail or freeze.    The performance test is open to both commercial hybrids and experimental lines although we encourage only hybrids that will be marketed the next growing season.   If a hybrid was tested last year as an experimental, please inform us of the past experimental designation.  

The contract entry form deadline is April 5th with seed due no later than April 15th for inclusion into these trials.  Invoices will be sent for payment after the trial has been planted.   This is done to avoid payment being received and then changes made to the contract due to hybrids being dropped and/or seed is unavailable.
