2019 Soybean Performance Trials 

On behalf of the North Dakota State University Agricultural Experiment Station, the Langdon Research Extension Center (LREC) would like to extend an invitation to seed companies or their authorized representatives to submit entries into our public soybean performance trials for 2019.

Two separate soybean performance trials (dryland) will be conducted: a conventional/Liberty Link (LL) trial and a Roundup Ready (RR) trial.  If there are enough LL entries, there will be separate trials, which will be sprayed with Liberty herbicide.  The weed control in the combined conventional/LL trial will be traditional herbicides.  The RR trial will be sprayed with Roundup.  Stacked cultivars with GT/LL will be tested in the Roundup Trial. This includes the new Liberty GT27 and Enlist3 soybeans.

Trial locations will be at Langdon and our off-station locations in Park River (Walsh County), Cavalier (Pembina County), and Pekin (Nelson County) North Dakota.  Trial locations for the conventional /LL trial will only be at Langdon and Park River.

Enlist3 soybeans now has international regulatory approval by all countries and we will test in 2019.  Enlist3 soybeans will be tested in the Roundup Ready trial.

North Dakota registered insecticide and fungicide seed treatments are allowed if your cultivar is marketed with these treatments applied to them.  Please note that no additional seed treatments will be applied after it arrives at the LREC.  Unless indicated otherwise, we use a 95% germination rate to calculate seeding rate.  Target plant population is 200,000 pure live seeds per acre.  Trials are planted in seven – 6-inch rows.  The trials will be managed with the best management practices for our location.  Soybeans are inoculated with granular inoculum at each location. 
 
Please view the soybean maturity group recommendations for each location on the contracts web page link.  Typically in our region, a 0.0 rating or less should be safe from frost in most years (except Langdon).  Cultivars with maturities of 0.2 would generally be considered the maturity limit at the Park River and Nelson County locations and may have frost damage at the normal frost date or earlier. The Langdon location will only test a 0.2 maturity group or earlier.  Entries that mature later than these full-season guidelines at the various locations may be discarded at harvest at our discretion.  Harvesting will not be delayed by waiting for late-maturing entries.  Dr. Ted Helms, NDSU Soybean Breeder, will screen all soybean varieties entered for iron chlorosis.  There is no additional charge for the chlorosis evaluation.  Seed arriving after April 15th will not be included in this test.

Results from our soybean performance trials are published in the Langdon Research Extension Center’s annual report in late December and are available on our website: http://www.ag.ndsu.edu/langdonrec in November.  The data will also be published in State Extension Bulletin A-843.  Data from these North Dakota State University Agricultural Experiment Station trials shall not be used in advertising to indicate North Dakota Experiment Station recommendation of any specific cultivar.  

In addition to the individual site data, a 2-site average for the northern sites (Langdon/Cavalier) and southern sites (Park River /Pekin) will be provided in their respective tables to increase reliability of the data for the producers for the RR trials.  I would encourage companies to enter the same cultivars in the Langdon/Cavalier trials and Park River/Pekin trials although this is not required.

The charge for soybean testing is $250 per entry per trial.  There will be no refunds in the event of a natural disaster such as excessive water, hail, frost, snow.  We will accept a maximum of six cultivars per trial at each location in order to keep trial size at a reasonable level.  The performance test is open to both commercial and experimental lines, although we encourage only lines that will be marketed for the next growing season.  If a cultivar was tested last year as an experimental, please inform us of the past experimental designation.  

The contract entry form deadline is April 5th with seed due no later than April 15th for inclusion into these trials.  Invoices will be sent for payment after the trials have been planted.   This is done to avoid payment being received and then changes made to the contract due to cultivars being dropped and/or seed is unavailable.
