Accountability Measure #12: 

Ensure the health and sustainability of North Dakota’s forest resources as measured by the percent of at risk forest resources surveyed for damaging agents.

About This Measure

Forest management involves the monitoring, retention, conservation, utilization and health of forest resources in the face of increasing societal demands.  An important focus of the North Dakota Forest Service is assessing the health and condition of the state’s forest resources.  Trees weakened by drought, fire, flooding or mechanical injury as less resilient to damage imposed by pests.   SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Left undetected, insect and disease populations can build to epidemic levels causing substantial damage to forest resources.  Each season, the agency conducts surveys throughout the state to determine pest conditions in forests that are at risk to potential outbreaks.  Forest health assistance is available through a cooperative agreement between the North Dakota Forest Service and NDSU Extension Service, Department of Plant Science and Department of Plant Pathology.  

The  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Forest Health Management program provides statewide monitoring of forest insect and disease conditions.  The North Dakota Forest Service facilitates the “North Dakota Invasive Tree Pest Committee” to coordinate surveys, eradication, preparation and response activities to invasive tree pests that threaten the future of North Dakota’s forest resources.  Additional efforts include: publishing pest condition reports; Gypsy moth detection trapping; diagnosis of tree problems on private and public lands; and tree pest identification and management training.
