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Conlon two-rowed barley was released in 1996 and best
adapted to western ND. It is moderately resistant to Spot-form Net
Blotch, moderately susceptible to Spot Blotch, and moderately
resistant/resistant to Net Blotch. Conlon has large kernels and
good enzymatic activity. This variety was named after Tom Conlon,
a long time Dickinson Experiment Station Director and Agronomist.
